3. Lover of... (ideas, activities, objects, etc.)

4. Who feels... (three emotions)

5. Who needs... (three items)

6. Who gives... (three items)

7. Who fears... (three items)

8. Who would like to see... (three items)

9. Who lives... (describe briefly where)

10. - Your last name only
