Two-Tone Poetry
What colour are you?  A senseless question?  Or is it?  Most of us are at least two-tone.  How can that be?  Read on!

Psychologists tell us that certain colours trigger certain feelings or moods in many people.  Some colours are “warm” while others are “cool.”  Some colours attract attention, whereas others blend in with their surroundings.  Our own interpretation of (or feelings about) colours, along with our self-knowledge, can be a good combination to start a “two-tone poem.”  A “two-tone poem” describes sides to your personality or different moods.

Directions:

1) Google search “what is your true colour aura.”

2) Click on the first link that appears.

3) Complete the 11 question quiz.

4) Using the personality description provided for your colour, write the first part of a two-tone poem.  

5) For the second part of your two-tone poem, incorporate personality descriptions not identified by the quiz.

6) Once you have finished your poem, create a unique title.  You may wish to make up an original name for your colour-- elephant grey, sunset pink, pickle green, etc.
