How to incorporate quotations
There are several different ways to integrate quotations.  Varying the way you do this will raise the sophistication of your literary responses.  Here are three main ways:

1. Using a transitional phrase or introductory phrase with a comma

Example: It is clear Jack has been pushed beyond his emotional limits when he says, “I can’t take it anymore!  You and the kids are driving me insane!” (54).

2. Using a colon
Example: When Jack explodes in front of his wife, it is clear he has been pushed beyond his emotional limits: “I can’t take it anymore!  You and the kids are driving me insane!” (54).

3. Using the quotation as a part of your sentence
Example: When Jack yells that he “can’t take it anymore…” and that his “kids are driving [him] insane…”(54), there remains no doubt that he has been pushed beyond his emotional limits.

What NOT to do:
1. NEVER let a quote float alone as a sentence.

Example: Jack has been pushed past his emotional limits.  “I can’t take it anymore!  You and the kids are driving me insane!” (54).

2. NEVER use the word “quote” to introduce a quote.

Example: We see Jack has been pushed past his emotional limits in the quote, “I can’t take it anymore!  You and the kids are driving me insane!” (54).
