Be respectful of your classmates and teacher.

Communicate all ideas that deviate from the stated plan. Accept the leader’s decision.
Meet all assignment due dates. Late assignments will not be accepted.

Be mature during all activities on and off campus.

Build trust with your instructor by following the above guidelines. DON’T BREAK THIS
TRUST. Every one of your actions is evidence of your trustworthiness.

This is not a drop-in class. You are expected to participate in all activities, even if they are not
your favorite.

It is your responsibility to meet on time for field trips. If you forget your PE strip or equipment
you are still responsible to meet at the bus on time and explain your situation.

If you miss a field trip you are expected to get in PE strip and join another PE
class for that block. At the end of the period, you are to expected to meet with
your PE teacher when they return from their field trip. At that time, you can
explain your situation and a mark may be earned for that period. Failure to meet
with your teacher at the end of the period will result in a zero mark for your daily
participation.
