Indian Horse – Synthesis essay
Compare and contrast Saul Indian Horse in Richard Wagamese’s novel Indian Horse to the speaker in William Ernest Henley’s poem “Invictus” or to the speaker in Wendell Berry’s poem “The Peace of Wild Things.” 

· 400 – 500 words

· 3 – 5 paragraphs

· Includes direct quotes from both works being compared

Step 1: Make a list of the similarities and differences between Saul and the speaker in your chosen poem.

Step 2: Choose a format for your synthesis essay.

Option 1: block method
· Intro. Paragraph

· Body Paragraph #1 - Work #1 – three points about Saul in Indian Horse
· Body Paragraph #2 – Work #2 – three points about the speaker in your chosen poem, making sure you have pointed out similarities and differences to what you wrote about Saul in the previous paragraph

· Conclusion Paragraph

Option 2: Alternating points of comparison

· Intro. Paragraph

· Comparison Point #1

· Evidence from work #1

· Evidence from work #2

· Comparison Point #2

· Evidence from work #1

· Evidence from work #2

· Comparison Point #3

· Evidence from work #1

· Evidence from work #2

· Conclusion Paragraph
*Remember that at least one of the comparison points has to be a similarity and at least one of the comparison points has to be a difference!

Step 3: Prepare an outline, in which you identify specific points of comparison and evidence (examples or quotes) from each work to support your points.
Step 4: Write your essay! 
Reminders:

· Cite your quotes (page numbers for the novel, line numbers for the poem)

· Use good transition words as you alternate between the two works, and as you provide additional points (use your handout or look at the list online!)
