(parents can subscribe too!)
ASSIGNMENTS AND PROJECTS will be assigned throughout each unit.  Evaluation criteria will be provided.

QUIZZES will be given with or without warning, usually at the beginning of class.  If a student misses a quiz because of an unexcused late, no opportunity will be given to make up the quiz.

UNIT TESTS will be given at the end of each unit.  Test rewrites are not permitted.

Any form of academic misconduct (cheating, plagiarism) will result in a mark of zero and an e-mail to your parents.
