What the exam looks like: 
Part A: Stand Alone Text (17 marks)
· Read the provided essay and answer 5 multiple choice questions. (5)

· Based on the essay provided, answer a question in a 250 word paragraph response. (12 marks)
Marks awarded for use of examples, close reading of the text, integrating quotes, logical development, use of English language conventions, effective organization, and understanding of the literary must-haves.
Part B: Synthesis Texts  (10 marks)
· Read the provided poem and answer 5 multiple choice questions.

· Read the provided story and answer 5 multiple choice questions.
Part C: Analysis of Synthesis Texts 1 and 2 (36 marks)
· Read a story and a poem. Write a multi-paragraph essay of at least 500 words on a given topic.  Be sure to provide sufficient evidence (quotes and examples!) to support your opinions. 
Marks awarded for a well-developed, literary essay that demonstrates a clear understanding of the story and the poem, and our literary must-haves list. Marks also awarded for sophistication of expression, quote integration and sentence variety. Be sure to proofread your work. Spelling and grammar are important.
